TIMBA TABLE LEED POINTS

The Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) is a system to classify ecological construction. It was developed by the U.S.
Green Building Council. As an internationally recognised standard, it defines numerous standards for environmentally friendly, resource con-
serving and sustainable construction. The use of the TIMBA Table is an important contribution to LEED certification. The following criteria
for this are from »LEED 2009 for Commercial Interiors«:

MR Credit 4 Recycling share up to 2 points
MR Credit 5 Regional materials up to 2 points
MR Credit 7 Certified wood up to 1 point
IEQ Credit 4.5 Material with low hazardous substance content up to 1 point
